Objectives-
Exchange of knowledge and training through providing an opportunity to qualified and talented medical

and paramedical professionals to observe established practices in the area of comprehensive spinal cord
injury management, or a component thereof.

Eﬁﬁby

ISCoS shall facilitate Observerships of suitable candidates at Centers offering to provide standardized
training in comprehensive spinal cord injury management or a component thereof.

Standardized training in spinal cord injury management would imply provision of training in order to
make the trainee well versed with the established and recognized principles of management pertaining
to that field / component of spinal injury management. It could be through either hands on practice or
Observership.

It is pointed out that ISCoS shall facilitate such Observerships. It does not imply that Centres offering
these Observerships are accredited by ISCoS or definitely provide standardised training. ISCoS shall also
have no liability / commitment towards funding the Observerships. If however any funding options (to
and fro travel as well local hospitality) are available, ISCoS would reserve the right to offer it to suitable
candidates.

The President, Secretary and Chairman Education Committee of ISCoS shall try to ensure that the
Observerships are as per the policy.

Quration of Observership-

The duration of Observership could vary from 3 weeks to 3 months. The applicant could indicate the
preference of the duration but the Host Centre would have a final say in this regard.

In case any Observership is funded / supported by ISCoS, it shall have the right to decide the duration of
the Observership.



Hosting Sentres

These are Centres which have offered to provide standardised training in comprehensive spinal cord
injury management or a component thereof.

Such Centres should be:

" Recognized for provision of comprehensive spinal cord injury management or a specific component
of it

" Preferably recognized for provision of a standardized training programme in comprehensive spinal
cord injury management or a specific component of it

" Having an empanelled ISCoS member recognized for his training skills

" Preferably having provision for accommodation to the trainees

The Centres could provide either hands on training or just Observership depending on the rules and
regulations applicable to the Centre.

Interested Centres could fill the Application form and contact the Chairman, Education Committee.
A list of approved Hosting Centres is enclosed.

Observership eligibility criteriia.

" ISCoS member since at least 6 months and complying with membership rules and regulations. ISCoS
could consider relaxing this rules on individual case basis so that the candidate could apply to become
members once the Observership is approved. However the Observership would commence only when
the membership formalities have been completed.

" Basic experience in management of spinal cord injuries; candidates without substantial experience
but recommended by Centres setting up Spinal Cord Injury services could be considered
